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Minutes of Meeting

July 11, 2010

The meeting was called to order by President Mike Pavlik.  Tino Hernandez led us in the prayer.  Isaac Lopez led the pledge of allegiance.  There were 27 members and 2 guests present. 
Minutes of previous meeting: The minutes of the previous meeting were approved on a motion by Omar Morales, 2nd by Jesse Hernandez, and a unanimous vote.

Treasurers’ report: The treasurers’ report was presented by Brig Mireles.  Brig reported that we had transferred $15,000.00 from the bingo account to the scholarship account.  The total transferred from bingo to scholarship account YTD is $73,000.00.  David Carlin motioned that we have the interest that is being earned from our investments with Randolph-Brooks FCU as well as the CD at First Texas Bank, go to retire the loan at First Texas Bank.  The motion received a 2nd from Jesus Franco and was approved on a unanimous vote.  On a motion by Omar Morales, 2nd by Ramiro Flores, the treasurers’ report was approved on a unanimous vote.

Bingo update: Oscar Perez reported that all current bingo operators were up to date and that six new members have signed up as operators.

Guests: Javier Reyes and Javier Reyes, Jr. were guests for the first time.

Scholarship update: Gordon Perez stated that he was not ready to proceed with the selection of a past scholarship recipient that was son or daughter of a member and award an additional $1000.00 scholarship.  The person selected would have been a recipient in the last four years and currently enrolled in school.  Gordon also mentioned that he would like to award a scholarship to the grandchild of the members who are bingo operators.  Gordon also presented a request from a parent of a LDZ attendee for tuition assistance with the fees for attending that event.  After some discussion, Andy Martinez moved that we award $100.00 to that individual.  Motion received a 2nd from Edward Olmeda and motion was approved on a unanimous vote.

New Business:

Control and protection of our investments:

Roy Lopez asked what had happened to the proposed board of trustees that was to monitor our investments.  Some of the members were of the opinion that we might not need a board of trustees for our investments and that it might hamstring the club.  Others felt that the board would serve to protect and secure our investments.  The issue of an audit was also raised.  President Pavlik asked for volunteers to serve on a task force to decide the issue of a board of trustees, whether to conduct an audit and what direction to give the board.  Gordon Perez, Omar Morales, Ramiro Flores, Jesus Franco, David Carlin, Roy Lopez and Richard Torres agreed to serve on that committee.

Fiesta Financial Report:
Val Velasquez reported that the Fiesta 2010 itself did not, in fact, make a profit, but when you figure in the income of our sponsors; we had a financially profitable Fiesta.  Val mentioned that to improve our Fiesta, we needed to correct and change such things as admission fees.  But the big item that we need to build on is our relationship with our sponsors.  Oscar Perez raised the point that we should be celebrating the fact that we had a successful Fiesta and that our guests were very much impressed.  After extensive discussion on Fiesta, a motion was made by Val Velasquez that we appoint a standing Sponsorship Relations Committee.  Motion received 2nd from Michael Salver and was approved on a unanimous vote.  Edward Alameda was appointed chairman and Roy Lopez was appointed co-chairman.  A suggestion was also made that we should purchase newspaper ad thanking all of our sponsors.  Other discussion centered on the media coverage of our 2010 Fiesta.

Golf tournament update: Al Garcia reported on the annual golf tournament to be held at the Cowan Creek golf course in Sun City.  Date of the tournament is Oct. 16th.

Al mentioned that we are charging the players $75 and the golf course is charging us $37 per player.  That plus the sponsorships should enable us to meet our profit goal of $5000.  Al encouraged all the members to solicit sponsors.  There was extensive discussion on the sponsorships including the levels of sponsorship and what the sponsor gets for his effort.  The details of that question are still to be determined.  David Carlin mentioned the question of duplication of effort in soliciting from the same sponsors for two separate events.  Al also stated that we should solicit sponsor for such items as gift cards for door prizes.  The golf committee will be meeting soon to iron out the details.

Dallas Cowboys trip: Roy Lopez reported that he was in the process of organizing a trip to see a Dallas Cowboys game at their new stadium.  Roy stated that the game that was being considered was the Tennessee Titans game on Oct. 10.  Tickets for that game were going from $85 to $95, and with the cost of the bus being included, would cost each person approximately $115.  He will poll the members to see who is interested.  Only 45 tickets will be purchased.

Funding request: There was a request from the St. Mary’s Alumni Association for a sponsorship for their golf tournament.  The tournament is on the same date as our tournament, and because of that, the members took no action on the request.

With there being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned.

A little humor: It seems that a certain private school in Canada was faced with a unique problem.  A number of girls in grade 12 were beginning to use lipstick and would put it on in the bathroom. HealthVue: Shingles is a painful skin rash, often with blisters.  It is also called Herpes Zoster, or just Zoster.  A shingles rash usually appears on one side of the face or body and lasts from 2 to 4 weeks.  Its main symptom is pain, which can be quite severe.  Other symptoms of shingles can include fever, headache, chills and upset stomach.  For 1 in 5 persons, severe pain can continue even long after the rash clears up.  You probably won’t die from shingles, but you may wish you had.  At least 1 million people a year in the United States get shingles.  It is far more common in people 50 years of age or older.  A single dose of shingles vaccine is recommended for adults 60 years of age and older.  A shingles shot does not completely eliminate getting shingles, but it reduces the pain in people who still get shingles after being vaccinated.  For some time, my doctor had recommended that I get the shingles shot but had hesitated due to the cost.  I was quoted a price of $240 for a single dose and it was not covered by insurance.  I found out recently that you can get the shot through the Williamson County Health Department at a cost of only $20.  Needless to say, both my wife and I went to get the shot.  The folks there told us that Hispanics were at a greater risk of getting shingles.  The vaccine is only offered on certain days and times, so call ahead before you go.
Dallas football trip: The football trip to see the Cowboys play the Titans has been changed due to the scarcity of tickets to that game.  The plan is now to go see the Redskins play the Cowboys on Dec. 19th.  There are still a few of the 45 tickets left.
